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A new scam is
here trying to
steal your $$

The scammers are back.

The Pierce County Sheriffes
Department is warning the public
to beware of a new scam involving
bogus checks.

*This is a new kind of deal
involving travelers checks,Z says
Sgt. Robert Newton. <We are
getting a few like this now. It
generally starts when the victim
replies to an e-mail.Z

Newton says the latest scam is
different from lottery scams
common here in recent months.

The new scam is a little more
high-tech. The so-called swinning
notificationZ is done by e-mail.

First, checks are delivered by
United Parcel Service (UPS)or
some other package delivery
service to unsuspecting parties.
The addresses , both to and
from ,, are handwritten.

*Thates unusual, but of course
the return address has turned out
to be fake,Z the sergeant says.

The travelers checks are
drawn on a Spanish branch of
Citicorp Financial.

Newton says the fraud is
carried out by asking the victim to
cash the checks and send part of
the money back to a different
address from the one on the
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package. That address is

Newton says anyone receiving
one of the travelers checks is
asked to call or bring them by the
sheriffes department.

Those steps were outlined by Jowers to county
commissioners last week.

Jowers says the beleagured recreation
department would be better if:

€ the department is solely under county
management,

€ if the employees receive better salary and
benefits and

€ if a new recreation complex is built. =

Jowers, a former recreation director,
outlined specifics of a plan to improve the
department. He was accompanied by board
member and middle school athletic director
Maureen Brown.
